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1. Introduction

Education Reforms - 1998 has introduced English Language for all the students of Sri
Lanka from grade 1 onwards to provide the equal opportunity of using English Language for
communication and comprehension. This is known as ‘Activity Based Oral English’. The name
itself suggests that students are exposed to language through play activities and songs and they

are unaware that they are learning a language.

Activity Based Oral English is introduced by the class teacher of Grade 1 to 5 while doing
the Environment Related Activities (ERA) and Mathematics as it is theme based. Further 10
minutes is allocated for ABOE from the timetable 2023 onwards to convince the importance
of Activity Based Oral English. Two weeks are allocated to introduce a theme in ERA subject.
During this period the teacher is expected to make the students aware and use, the simple words
and expressions of English Language which is needed to use in their day-to-day activities

related to that particular theme, through play activities and songs.

Though, the formal teaching of English is taken place from grade 3 by a professionally qualified
teacher of English, Primary class teacher is required and requested to continue doing ABOE to
help the students in the primary grades to acquire and use the language they learn in their day-

to-day life situation appropriately.

Through Activity Based Oral English it is expected to provide an environment to acquire the

language and use the language they acquired confidently.

To assist the teacher and the student during the learning teaching process of ABOE, 3 Activity
books, 3 Teacher Handbooks, audio-video materials related to all the vocabulary, language
expressions, songs, games, stories and classroom language introduced are provided for each
grade 1 to 5.

Teachers and principals of all the schools are expected to provide the opportunities for each and
every child to use the language by organizing English Literary Associations, English Camps,

Play houses, Play fairs, Concerts etc.
